
Charlotte County New Parcel Numbering System ς Explanation of Structure 
 
Charlotte County has embarked on a comprehensive Land Parcel Maintenance System which 
includes an updated parcel number.  This new parcel number will provide you with a way to 
quickly identify your location within Charlotte County.  If you are familiar with the Public Land 
Survey System, which is based on a one mile square grid, you will be able to identify a parcel

It works like this:

And Ranges that are roughly 6 miles East to West:

We now break the Land Section into Quarters which we will have to look at a bit closer.  The 
100 through 400 level numbers designate Quarter Numbers as they relate to Parcels.  The 500
